	11:50AM

Napoleon gets his cannons to bombard the British line. In Napoleon’s words this was "to astonish the enemy and shake his morale"
	
	8AM

Both armies are assembled on the battlefield, waiting for the ground to dry.

	1:30PM

Napoleon sends D'Erlon with 14,000 men to attack the allied right. General Picton leads a counter attack and pushes them back.
	
	1PM

The Prussians are spotted on the horizon marching towards Waterloo. Napoleon has to beat the allies before they arrive.

	3PM

The Prussians are starting to arrive on the battlefield.  Napoleon now has to quickly destroy the allies before the Prussians strengthen their numbers. He sends 15,000 soldiers to hold the Prussians back.
	
	3AM

The Duke of Wellington wakes up and starts writing a letter to Blűcher (the Prussian General) urging  him to join the British to fight Napoleon

	10AM

Napoleon writes to General Grouchy ordering him to position himself between his army and the advancing Prussians.
	
	2PM

British Household and Union Cavalry charge D’Erlon’s men cutting many down. They charge all the way to Napoleon’s cannon putting many out of action.

Napoleon responds by cutting them down with his lancer cavalry.

	11AM

Napoleon orders his brother, Jerome, to attack the farm buildings of Hougoumont. This is to make Wellington send more soldiers to defend it, making his line weaker elsewhere for the main attack.
	
	3:30PM

Napoleon collapses  because of ill health. He leaves the battlefield and leaves Ney in charge.

	4PM

Marshal Ney sees Wellington pulling back his men and decides to charge him to end the battle. He charges into Wellington’s army which is in square formation. Many of the cavalry are killed or badly injured.
	
	7PM

Napoleon realises he has one option left. He sends in his Imperial guard to fight the British. The British and Prussians open fire and push the guard back. The retreating French army loses heart and flees. Wellington has won the battle.
